


Degree opportunities for SBC Missionaries
Journeyman & ISC Scholarships

Purpose

To assist former Journeyman and ISC missionaries in pursuing a master’s degree in theological education at Southwestern by 

providing a tuition scholarship. Funding is provided by Southwestern and is for the sole purpose of tuition for on-site courses 

(internet excluded).

Requirements

»» Journeymen and ISC missionaries must complete 24 months of service with the International Mission Board and enroll 

within 1 year of completing their time of service. Verification of employment with dates of service must be provided with the 

application. Verification can be obtained by calling the regional office at 1-800-999-3113. It may be submitted in person or 

via fax (817-921-8753).

»» Enrollment in a master’s degree program in the Fish School of Evangelism and Missions and commitment to pursuing a 

full-time position in missions after graduation.

»» Maintain a 3.0 or better GPA for the four terms of the scholarship.

Scholarship Details

»» The scholarship shall cover full tuition (no fees or internet) up to 15 hours each semester for the first two semesters that 

the student is enrolled after service. Semesters may consist of fall and spring only. For the third and fourth semesters the 

scholarship shall cover half tuition (no fees or internet) up to 15 hours. The scholarship only applies to master’s degrees.

»» The student shall complete the application and submit the verification of employment prior to the first term of enrollment. 

The scholarship will automatically be credited to registration for the following three semesters thereafter, if the student 

continues to meet the criteria.

»» Southwestern’s refund policy applies to this scholarship. If a student drops a course after the 100% refund time, the 

student will be required to repay part of the scholarship.

»» The student may apply for the other scholarships for their fifth and future semesters of enrollment. Most scholarship 

applications are available six months prior to the term for which the scholarship is applicable.

»» The student is expected to relinquish the scholarship if their tuition is paid by another source (e.g. if the student receives 

the Spousal Benefit to cover the tuition, then the Journeyman/ISC Scholarship would be forfeited by the student). All other 

scholarships and/or benefits (i.e. spousal, foundation, etc.) are given priority in awarding.

The standard tuition rates apply to all students unless they are members of a Southern Baptist Church.  The Southern Baptist Cooperative 
Program generously provides a scholarship that in most programs pays half the tuition for Southern Baptist students.  Denominational 
affiliation is determined initially by the church endorsement form submitted with the student’s application to Southwestern Seminary.  
After admission, denominational affiliation is confirmed by the yearly certification of church membership.  Student fee payments vary from 
student to student depending on the program of study.  All student fees are subject to change without notice.  Questions about denomina-
tional affiliation can be directed to the Registrar’s Office.
